Fundraising Report (Team) 

●​ Update from Krista on new structure option and quote. We want to move forward with 
the scalable option. We need around $60,000.00 which we have now with the proceeds 
from the Tim Horton’s Smile Cookie Campaign.  

●​ Requested a quote from Valley West for the base. This is included within the play 
structure quote, but we could go with the local contractor and have that part separated 
out of the quote.  

●​ Tim Horton’s Smile Cookie Campaign 
○​ We made a total of $17,723.80 on this fundraiser! About $6060 of that was 

donations from Valley West and Ben Sawatzky Electric who matched daily sales 
on the first two days.  

○​ Tim Hortons has already selected us for the campaign again next year!  
○​ Could potentially get even more if we can find businesses to match cookie sales 

for each of the five days.  
○​ Was a lot of work organizing the volunteers for cookie decorating. Will need 

additional support next year.

○​ We have not heard back on any of the applications that have been submitted.
